Pageant Information, Rules and Regulations

Date and Time: Saturday, June 30", 2018. Check-In begins at NOON. Pageant will begin at PROMPTLEY at 1:00
p.m. Please be on time. Check-in table will be located by main stage at Jackson St. Park. If entering Optional
Awards, be sure to mail in photo with registration form or bring photo to registration.

Inclement Weather Policy: There will be a tent over the stage in case of rain. If lighting is in the area we will move
to the Willard REC Center at 133 N State Highway Z. We will post on facebook if this happens.

Deadlines: Entries will be accepted until Monday June 25th 2018.
Location: Jackson Street Park 222 W. Jackson Street Willard MO 65781 on the main stage in park area by the pool.
Dressing Rooms: A small restroom is available in the park next to the pool, so come as ready as possible.

Accidents, Theft, or Loss of Property: Willard Parks and Recreation or its entities will not be responsible for any
accident or injury incurred in travel to, from or at the pageant itself. Nor will Willard Parks and Recreation or its
entities be held responsible for lost, stolen or damaged property.

Conduct: Good conduct and sportsmanship is expected at all time during the pageant. Bad sportsmanship from a
contestant, family member, or friend will result in disqualification of the contestant and forfeiture of prizes and
awards. Inappropriate language will not be tolerated. No refunds will be given.

Dress: Fourth of July themed outfit. This could be a red or blue or white dress, a firework outfit, anything you
think is Fourth of July related. Attire is at the discretion of the contestant, but should be age appropriate and in
good taste at all times. Contestants should not wear anything excessively short or revealing. Age appropriate
makeup and hair is expected. Outfits are not part of the participants score so make sure it is something they are
comfortable and confident in!

Optional Awards: In addition to the regular pageant, contestants may enter the Optional categories of Prettiest
Smile, Prettiest Hair, Best Personality, and Most Photogenic. The cost to enter Optional Awards is $40. There will
be one winner per optional award per age division (4 optional awards in each age division).

Judging: Judges will be looking for personality, stage presence, and confidence. Knowing someone affiliated with
the pageant will have no bearing on pageant results. In all cases, the judges’ decisions will be final. In order to
respect the integrity of the pageant, score sheets will not be given to the contestants or family members. The
judges should not be approached by contestants, friends, or family members before, during, or after the pageant.
Bad sportsmanship will not be tolerated.

Modeling Pattern: Contestants will enter from left side of stage to pose, front of stage to pose and then right side
to pose and exit off the stage. The stage will be marked. Contestants may practice individually on stage until
12:45p.m. There will not be a rehearsal.

Parents on Stage: One parent is allowed on stage to help their child in the Baby Miss Tiny Miss and Mini Miss
divisions ONLY.

Admission: It is free to watch the pageant. This is a festival so bring your lawn chairs and have fun. There will be
fireworks, trick horse riders, sky divers, inflatable kid zone, BBQ KCBS sanctioned cook off, vendor booths, live
bands and more!
